Kathy‌ ‌Proctor‌ ‌reported‌ ‌that‌ ‌there‌ ‌are‌ ‌257‌ ‌households‌ ‌in‌ ‌the‌ ‌LHH‌ ‌Association‌ ‌and‌‌ 
many‌ ‌people‌ ‌have‌ ‌volunteered‌ ‌for‌ ‌the‌ ‌various‌ ‌committees.‌  ‌The‌ ‌committee‌ ‌chairs‌‌ 
will‌ ‌reach‌ ‌out‌ ‌to‌ ‌those‌ ‌who‌ ‌have‌ ‌volunteered.‌  ‌She‌ ‌reported‌ ‌that‌ ‌she‌ ‌has‌ ‌posted‌ ‌the‌‌ 
membership‌ ‌list‌ ‌on‌ ‌the‌ ‌website‌ ‌under‌ ‌resources.‌  ‌The‌ ‌list‌ ‌includes‌ ‌members‌ ‌of‌‌

Bob‌ ‌Proctor‌ ‌reported‌ ‌that‌ ‌he‌ ‌received‌ ‌no‌ ‌reports‌ ‌this‌ ‌period‌ ‌of‌ ‌significant‌ ‌security‌‌ 
concerns.‌  ‌He‌ ‌did‌ ‌have‌ ‌a‌ ‌report‌ ‌of‌ ‌an‌ ‌unknown‌ ‌vehicle‌ ‌parked‌ ‌in‌ ‌front‌ ‌of‌ ‌a‌ ‌home‌ ‌for‌‌ 
an‌ ‌extended‌ ‌period‌ ‌of‌ ‌time,‌ ‌but‌ ‌that‌ ‌was‌ ‌resolved.‌  ‌The‌ ‌Montlake‌ ‌camera‌ ‌was‌‌ 
damaged‌ ‌by‌ ‌KUB‌ ‌installing‌ ‌a‌ ‌pole‌ ‌next‌ ‌to‌ ‌our‌ ‌pole.‌  ‌We‌ ‌notified‌ ‌Vigilant‌ ‌that‌ ‌the‌‌ 
camera‌ ‌was‌ ‌not‌ ‌working‌ ‌and‌ ‌they‌ ‌dispatched‌ ‌a‌ ‌repair‌ ‌team‌ ‌and‌ ‌replaced‌ ‌the‌ ‌camera‌‌ 
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at‌ ‌no‌ ‌cost‌ ‌to‌ ‌the‌ ‌LHHA.‌ ‌Our‌ ‌3-camera‌ ‌neighborhood‌ ‌system‌ ‌is‌ ‌now‌ ‌fully‌ ‌functional.‌ ‌ 
We‌ ‌received‌ ‌the‌ ‌yearly‌ ‌invoice‌ ‌subscription‌ ‌from‌ ‌Vigilant‌ ‌for‌ ‌our‌ ‌yearly‌ ‌fee‌ ‌of‌‌ 
$3000.00.‌ ‌He‌ ‌said‌ ‌there‌ ‌has‌ ‌been‌ ‌no‌ ‌request‌ ‌for‌ ‌camera‌ ‌information‌ ‌since‌ ‌the‌‌ 
March‌ ‌meeting.‌ ‌He‌ ‌has‌ ‌installed‌ ‌the‌ ‌new‌ ‌signs‌ ‌letting‌ ‌folks‌ ‌know‌ ‌that‌ ‌they‌ ‌are‌ ‌on‌‌ 
camera‌ ‌as‌ ‌the‌ ‌come‌ ‌into‌ ‌the‌ ‌neighborhood.‌ ‌Bob‌ ‌said‌ ‌that‌ ‌the‌ ‌Board‌ ‌is‌ ‌going‌ ‌to‌‌ 
develop‌ ‌a‌ ‌more‌ ‌detailed‌ ‌protocol‌ ‌for‌ ‌requesting‌ ‌information‌ ‌and‌ ‌dispersing‌‌

Kathy‌ ‌Proctor‌ ‌mentioned‌ ‌that‌ ‌TDOT‌ ‌has‌ ‌not‌ ‌made‌ ‌many‌ ‌commitments‌ ‌on‌ ‌finishing‌‌ 
our‌ ‌part‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌project.‌  ‌TDOT‌ ‌has‌ ‌required‌ ‌that‌ ‌the‌ ‌landscape‌ ‌plans‌ ‌be‌ ‌updated‌ ‌and‌‌ 
those‌ ‌drawings‌ ‌resubmitted.‌  ‌They‌ ‌wanted‌ ‌shorter‌ ‌plants‌ ‌and‌ ‌a‌ ‌few‌ ‌changes‌ ‌to‌ ‌the‌‌ 
areas‌ ‌for‌ ‌trees.‌  ‌The‌ ‌team‌ ‌is‌ ‌monitoring‌ ‌changes‌ ‌to‌ ‌the‌ ‌businesses‌ ‌on‌ ‌the‌ ‌highway‌‌ 
and‌ ‌Court‌ ‌South‌ ‌has‌ ‌closed‌ ‌and‌ ‌is‌ ‌seeking‌ ‌another‌ ‌owner.‌  ‌The‌ ‌property‌ ‌at‌ ‌the‌‌ 
corner‌ ‌of‌ ‌Maloney‌ ‌Road‌ ‌and‌ ‌Alcoa‌ ‌Highway‌ ‌on‌ ‌the‌ ‌northeast‌ ‌corner-‌ ‌it‌ ‌is‌ ‌a‌ ‌2-story‌‌ 
house‌ ‌with‌ ‌a‌ ‌swimming‌ ‌pool‌ ‌and‌ ‌a‌ ‌lot‌ ‌of‌ ‌space‌ ‌in‌ ‌the‌ ‌back‌ ‌(up‌ ‌to‌ ‌7‌ ‌acres)‌ ‌is‌ ‌being‌‌

Mike‌ ‌Parker‌ ‌said‌ ‌that‌ ‌the‌ ‌President‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌Lakemoor‌ ‌Village‌ ‌neighborhood‌‌ 
association‌ ‌(off‌ ‌of‌ ‌Ginn‌ ‌Farm‌ ‌Road)‌ ‌had‌ ‌contacted‌ ‌the‌ ‌LHHA‌ ‌for‌ ‌support‌ ‌to‌ ‌address‌‌ 
a‌ ‌problem‌ ‌at‌ ‌the‌ ‌Gentleman’s‌ ‌Club‌ ‌and‌ ‌The‌ ‌Ball‌ ‌Club‌ ‌on‌ ‌Alcoa‌ ‌Highway‌ ‌near‌ ‌the‌‌ 
residents‌ ‌in‌ ‌Lakemoor‌ ‌Village.‌  ‌Pollie‌ ‌Miller,‌ ‌Lakemoor‌ ‌Village‌ ‌President,‌ ‌reported‌‌ 
that‌ ‌there‌ ‌are‌ ‌disruptions‌ ‌that‌ ‌happen‌ ‌at‌ ‌the‌ ‌Club‌ ‌around‌ ‌3:00‌ ‌a.m.‌ ‌to‌ ‌5:00‌ ‌a.m.‌ ‌on‌‌ 
weekends.‌ ‌Some‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌residents‌ ‌are‌ ‌very‌ ‌close‌ ‌to‌ ‌the‌ ‌clubs‌ ‌and‌ ‌are‌ ‌being‌ ‌awakened‌‌ 
from‌ ‌squealing‌ ‌tires‌ ‌in‌ ‌the‌ ‌parking‌ ‌lot,‌ ‌revving‌ ‌engines,‌ ‌foul‌ ‌language,‌ ‌loud‌ ‌music‌‌ 
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and‌ ‌gunshots‌ ‌with‌ ‌10‌ ‌rounds‌ ‌shot‌ ‌off‌ ‌first‌ ‌and‌ ‌then‌ ‌6‌ ‌rounds.‌  ‌She‌ ‌said‌ ‌that‌ ‌the‌ ‌club‌‌ 
bouncers‌ ‌are‌ ‌the‌ ‌employees‌ ‌that‌ ‌have‌ ‌guns‌ ‌and‌ ‌as‌ ‌far‌ ‌as‌ ‌the‌ ‌residents‌ ‌know‌ ‌the‌‌ 
gunshots‌ ‌have‌ ‌been‌ ‌fired‌ ‌into‌ ‌the‌ ‌air.‌  ‌Pollie‌ ‌said‌ ‌that‌ ‌the‌ ‌police‌ ‌have‌ ‌been‌ ‌called‌‌ 
and‌ ‌responded‌ ‌but‌ ‌the‌ ‌issues‌ ‌still‌ ‌happen‌ ‌every‌ ‌weekend‌ ‌and‌ ‌the‌ ‌club‌ ‌does‌ ‌not‌‌ 
close‌ ‌until‌ ‌5:00‌ ‌a.m.‌  ‌She‌ ‌said‌ ‌that‌ ‌these‌ ‌issues‌ ‌started‌ ‌last‌ ‌fall‌ ‌and‌ ‌are‌ ‌escalating.‌‌ 
David‌ ‌Butler‌ ‌who‌ ‌lives‌ ‌on‌ ‌Raines‌ ‌Lane‌ ‌said‌ ‌he‌ ‌has‌ ‌heard‌ ‌the‌ ‌noises‌ ‌including‌‌ 
gunshots‌ ‌around‌ ‌4:45‌ ‌a.m.‌ ‌this‌ ‌last‌ ‌weekend.‌  ‌Pollie‌ ‌said‌ ‌the‌ ‌residents‌ ‌on‌ ‌McCarrell‌‌ 
and‌ ‌animals‌ ‌at‌ ‌the‌ ‌Veterinary‌ ‌Clinic‌ ‌are‌ ‌also‌ ‌affected.‌  ‌She‌ ‌said‌ ‌the‌ ‌nearby‌ ‌residents‌‌ 
are‌ ‌truly‌ ‌scared‌ ‌from‌ ‌this‌ ‌activity.‌  ‌Mike‌ ‌Parker‌ ‌said‌ ‌that‌ ‌there‌ ‌are‌ ‌at‌ ‌least‌ ‌4-5‌‌
